Aerial’s Acro Gymnastics Team just returned from the USA Gymnastics Junior Olympic National Championships in Palm Springs, 
California where over 600 athletes from across the country competed for the National Title. Aerial’s Acro Team had an outstanding 
meet with 8 out of 14 athletes making the awards podium. At the National Championships you have to place in the top 6 in your 
age group to make the awards podium. Last year only 2 of our athletes made the top 6, this year 8 did and some athletes in more 
than one event! Some of our athletes had 25 in their division so to make top 6 is awesome! The trio of Jaimie Howard, Emma 
Johnson & Allyna Hagen all of Leesburg were our top finishers with a 3rd place finish. I’m very proud of this team. For the team to 
get to the Junior Olympic National Championships they had to qualify by earning top scores at local, state and regional meets. As 
far as I know, we were the only team in Region 5 (Ohio, Kentucky, Michigan, Indiana & Illinois) that had every athlete from our 
team qualify to compete at Nationals!
