Class Fees: 
All parents are required to sign a registration form at the start of each quarter that states that he/she has read the policies and 
procedures. No special circumstance will be made for those parents who chose not to read the policies and procedures.  

• Tuition payments are due on or before the first practice of every month or quarter. A $5 per week late fee 
will be applied after the 7th of each month.  

• By enrolling in the fall quarter, athletes are committing to the 12-week session. Although athletes have the option 
of paying in three monthly installments, one is still required to pay for the entire quarter. If an athlete decides to 
stop coming to class in the middle of the quarter or after one month, he/she will be billed for the remainder of the quarter.  

All class and team fees are due by the 7th of the month. If the fees are paid late, there will be a $5 per week late fee applied.
